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SAMBURU RIFT VALLEY AND MAASAI MARA 
 
A safari to see the best game parks in Kenya and 
also the world famous bird sanctuaries of the Great 
Rift Valley lakes before taking you down to the coast 
to enjoy at leisure the beautiful sunny beaches of 
Mombasa, Malindi and Lamu. For 40 million years 
Africa has been torn apart by forces deep below the 
earthôs crust, they have formed The Great Rift Valley, 
the largest visible scar on the earthôs surface. Along 
this great fissure, is an incredible and unparalleled 
diversity of ecosystems. Nowhere is The Rift Valley 
more prevalent than in Kenya, where the high 
escarpment walls, and associated volcanoes, support 
a unique Afro-alpine environment. Winter and 
summertime temperatures are experienced in a 
single twenty four hour period. Along the valley floor, 
lakes - both fresh water and alkaline - support huge 
concentrations of wildlife. The millions of Lesser 
Flamingos on Lake Nakuru have a well deserved 

reputation as being one of the worldôs greatest bird 
spectacles. The grassland savannas, formed by the 
volcanic ash are home to the last great 
concentrations of large mammals are still to be seen 
on our planet. The great Wildebeest migration of the 
Serengeti/Mara ecosystem is truly an unforgettable 
experience.  
 
Day 1 ï Samburu 
Depart Nairobi in the morning passing through the 
rich agricultural farmland on the slopes of Mountain 
Kenya to the mainly dry scrubland and open 
Savannah plains of Samburu Game Reserve. Here 
the Ewaso Nyiro River supports a wide variety of 
game among them elephant, buffalo, cheetah 
leopard, lion, grevy's zebra, reticulated giraffe, oryx 
and the long necked gerenuk. Accommodation in our 
permanent campsite beautifully set on the edge of 
the river under a canopy of trees, or pitch tent 
nearby.  
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
